Stair na Scoile / History of the school

As Gerry Tobin (Gearóid Tóibín) a baisteadh an scoil. B'as Luimneach é, agus tháinig sé go Meiriceá sna daicheadaí. Bhí an-ghrá aige don Ghaeilge agus don chultúr Gaelach. Thosaigh sé ar an nGaeilge a mhúineadh ar feadh limistéir Bay Shore agus Babylon go luath sna seachtóidí, in hallaí agus i dtithe áirithe. Sa bhliain 1986, chuir seisean agus a rang fúthu in halla an AOH, rannán a dó, áit ina lean sé leis go bhfuair sé bás (ar dheis Dé go raibh a anam). Spreag sé a chairde chun a chuid oibre a leanúint mar gheall ar a dhíograis is a áthas nuair a bhí sé ina mhúinteoir. Bhun siad Scoil Ghaeilge Ghearóid Tóibín i ndilchuimhne air sa bhliain 1988.
The School is named after Gerry Tobin, who came to this country from Limerick as a young man in the 1940s. Gerry had a tremendous love for the Irish language and Gaelic culture. He began teaching Irish in homes and halls in the Bay Shore and Babylon area in tile early 1970s. In 1986, he brought his class to AOH Division 2's hall in Babylon, where he continued until his death in 1988. His dedication and joy in teaching the Irish language inspired his friends to carry on his work. They founded Scoil Ghaeilge Ghearóid Tóibín in his memory in 1988.
